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Removing Black Borders

When you import your pictures into Photo Story 3, they are viewed in a frame that uses the same ratio
of length to height as most computer monitors. If your pictures don't conform to this length and height
ratio, a black border gets added to fill the area surrounding the picture. You might not mind this
border, but if you do, Photo Story 3 offers three different ways to remove it.
